International “TATTOO” requires no needles or ink!

Back in the days of sail when ships were made of wood and manned by men of steel, as the fifes and drums of the local regiment signaled a return to quarters Dutch innkeepers rather than announce “last call” would instead yell out “Doe den tap toe” (“turn off the taps”) which led to an impromptu parade back to the barracks. Over time that cry evolved into the term “Tattoo”, which now refers to a ceremonial performance of military music by massed bands largely of Celtic origin. The Royal Edinburgh Military Tattoo in Scotland is the largest in the world and the Virginia International Tattoo in Norfolk is the largest one in North America. It is an exhibition of military bands, massed pipes and drums, military drill teams, Celtic dancers, choirs and more involving a cast of over 1,000 artists from many NATO countries presented in cooperation with the annual Norfolk NATO Festival.
